Portable Easel  
Soft Vine Charcoal (stick form) 
Sandpaper  
Kneaded Eraser 
Sketch Paper (newsprint ok) 
 
Pastels, Oils or Acrylic paints 
Alizarin Crimson  
Ultramarine Blue  
Yellow Ochre  
Indian red  
Cad Yellow Light  
Cad Red  
Ivory Black  
Titanium White  
Optional: Cerulean Blue and Sap Green  
Can use Grumbacher Max Water Soluble oils (not Max II) 
Brushes: Filberts, Flats or Brights in Bristle and sable  
Medium: Liquin or Turpenoid (no toxic solvents) 
 
2-3 appropriate surfaces:  
16X20 canvas or canvas boards for painters (gessoed) or pastel or charcoal paper in neutral 
grey or mid-tones 
Sturdy backboard support 
(Foam core or sheets of newsprint) 
Calipers or Proportional dividers. (“Prospek “from Jerry’s Artarama @$5.95 ea plus 
shipping)
